First News February 2010 

In a search through the min-

utes of the First Lutheran 

Brotherhood  organization it 

was noted that: 

in 1953 the Annual Lutefisk 

Dinner served 1,435 people.  

Cost of the tickets were 

$1.50 for adults and $.75 

for students.  They also 

gave out 20 adult and 2 

student complimentary tick-

ets.  Total expenses for the 

1953 dinner was $1,014.27.  

The lutefisk cost $0.27 per 

pound and they used 1,230 

pounds of fish. 

in 1954, the Brotherhood 

served 1,325 people at a 

total cost of $780.84.  1,100 

pounds of fish were con-

sumed and again the cost 

was $0.27 per pound. 

in 1955, 1,227 people 

attended the dinner with 

the price of fish holding 

at $0.27 per pound and 

total expenditures of 

$758.56. 

The dinners were always 

held the first Friday in De-

cember until 1956 when the 

dinner was moved to the 

3rd Saturday of January 

were it remained until a few 

years ago when it was 

moved to the 1st Saturday 

of February. 

Radio Broadcast Info 

The church service radio 

broadcast was originally paid 

for by the First Lutheran 

Brotherhood and was carried 

on station KAVR.  In April 

1950 the radio broadcast was 

moved over to the new station 

KOJM.  The move was justi-

fied because KOJM had a 

much larger area of coverage.

   Recently I was listening to a 

couple farmers talking. One 

made the comment that in areas 

of the country where the ground 

does not freeze, it is necessary 

to occasionally dig deep into the 

ground and break it up. Other-

wise, the ground becomes ex-

tremely hard and difficult for 

crops to get deep root structures. 

In areas where the ground 

freezes, the freezing of the water 

in the soil does the job to keep 

the soil soft and usable. One of 

the men made the comment that 

it’s nice to know that our harsh 

cold winters are good for some-

thing. 

   I don’t pretend to understand 

farming principles, so I had little 

to contribute to the conversa-

tion. However, what those farm-

ers said made sense in areas 

beyond farming. It’s hard to 

appreciate winter at times. It’s 

hard to believe that all that cold, 

cold weather is necessary. Cold 

that numbs a person to the bone 

is hard to tolerate. It’s hard to 

appreciate hard times in life. It’s 

hard to believe that all that pain 

and difficulty are necessary. 

Pain that numbs a person and 

purges all emotional balance is 

hard to tolerate.  

   Cold that freezes the ground 

makes the ground ready to nour-

ish the young plants that will 

grow from the seeds that are 

planted. Pain that freezes the 

heart makes the heart ready to 

nourish the new growth that is 

made possible by that pain. One 

cannot fully comfort a person 

who is undergoing cancer treat-

ments unless enduring those 

same treatments has made one 

compassionate for the discom-

fort. One cannot fully under-

stand the process of grieving 

unless one has experienced it 

and had their heart numbed by 

grief.  

   We are all here for each other. 

Someone’s time of pain enables 

them to help me through my 

time of pain so that I can help 

another through their time of 

pain. That’s a community. 

That’s a body. That’s the 

church.  

   Will you allow us, your local 

body of Christ, to help you 

through your time of pain? And 

will you allow the ice of your 

painful time to loosen the soil of 

your heart so that you can help 

another who may need to know 

Christ’s love through you?
