Many churches encourage tithing as a financial stewardship discipline: 

Giving 10 percent of income to Christ's work. Yet, how many go further 

and encourage disciples to give one-tenth of their time to God as well, 

in ministries they may one day recognize as serving the risen Lord  

Jesus through service to others? 

 

If we spend eight hours a day sleeping, that leaves 16 waking hours. 

One-tenth of that is 1.6 hours. Multiply that figure by seven, and you 

get just over 11 hours a week. Just think of what the typical congregation could accomplish, 

if it used all those hours to serve "the least of these" in their community! 

 

The late Ernest Campbell, formerly pastor of Riverside Church in New York City, used to point 

out that there are two places where the strength of a Christian's commitment is recorded in 

writing: the checkbook and the calendar. Of the two, he went on to say, the calendar is 

probably the most revealing. 

 

"When did we see you, Lord? Was it during the hours we spent in front of the TV -- or out 

shopping, just for fun? Was it during the time we spent cleaning the house, chasing the  

Martha Stewart ideal? Or was it those extra hours we put in at work, hoping to curry the 

boss's favor and get that promotion? Or was it during the hours we put in at a sports activity? 

Or was it the hours we give as a confirmation parent to mentor our sons or daughters in the 

faith? Or the hours a week we give doing a daily individual or family devotion with some 

prayer time? Or the time we give for thanking the Lord for all that we have?" There's nothing 

wrong with such pursuits, but if we allow them to crowd out Christian service, we just may be 

taking our place among the goats.

Theology in a nutshell. That is a description of a well-written hymn. There are many, many exam-

ples of “theology in a nutshell” hymns in our hymnal. Let’s look at one of them and the theology 

that is there. 

 

“Rock of Ages, cleft for me, let me hide myself in thee. Let the water and the blood, from thy riven 

side which flowed, be of sin the double cure; cleanse me from its guilt and power.” Jesus is the 

Rock of Ages, eternal, mighty, never changing. Jesus was wounded (“cleft”) for our transgressions. 

The blood that was shed on the cross cleanses us from the murderous effects of our sin. 

 

“Not the labors of my hands can fulfill thy law’s demands, could my zeal no respite know, could 

my tears forever flow, all for sin could not atone; thou must save, and thou alone.” Humanity is a 

fallen race. We are born in sin. Even if we could live an absolutely perfect life, it would not be 

enough. Our sinful nature causes us to sin in ways that are unknown to our conscious minds. Holi-

ness is not something that we can achieve through the force of our own will. Only God can lift us 

from the power of sin. 

 

“Nothing in my hand I bring, simply to thy cross I cling. Naked, come to thee for dress; helpless, 

look to thee for grace; foul, I to the fountain fly; wash me, Savior, or I die.” Once we are aware of 

the perverseness of our sin, we have no choice but to throw ourselves at the feet of the Savior and 

plead for mercy. 

 

“While I draw this fleeting breath, when mine eyelids close in death, when I soar to worlds un-

known, see thee on thy judgment throne, Rock of Ages, cleft for me, let me hide myself in thee.” 

When our journey on this earth is done, we shall see the courts of heaven. We shall see Jesus high 

and exalted with the Name that is above all other names. Then our hearts will sing with the high-

est praise. All glory belongs to Jesus. 

 

When you are in church on Sunday and sing the hymns, listen to the words. Study the words. You 

will be studying understandable theology. It’s all there.

He changes times and seasons; he removes kings and sets up kings; he gives wisdom to the 
wise and knowledge to those who have understanding;  Daniel 2:21  
 
We are in a time of the change of seasons, and the evidence is all around us.  And we are in 
a time of change in ministry partnerships along the Hi-Line.  Some changes we are reluctant 

to take part in, such as moving from summer to fall and looking toward another long winter of cold and snow.  
Other changes we welcome and have great expectations for. 
 
Sometimes it can be very hard to let go of the familiar and embrace the new.  The older we get, the more  
difficult it can be to adjust to change.  The young find transitions much easier, and usually enter into a new 
venture with energy and enthusiasm.  What we on the Church Councils of First, Goldstone and Kremlin have 
all agreed on is that we will all need to remain flexible as we enter into our new relationship.  Very likely it will 
not be as difficult as some fear, nor as grand as some envision, but from the very beginning it has felt like the 
right thing to do;  we feel confident that God is at the helm of this ship and we can do nothing else but move 
forward in trust and with great hope.

God grant us the faith to 
go with the flow.
